Neighbourhood Plan — Parish Council Chairman John Savell and | attended an
afternoon conference, run by SODC at Didcot on 2 Septemlgarding
Neighbourhood Plans. Parishes are invited to formulate a Plan, which gives
the opportunity to havesome say in where any housing development in the
parish might be. Once formulated and accepted, this would carry
considerable weight, and would help prevent any unforeseen (and possibly
unwelcome) development applications.

This
continues to be the case. Brian Price is pursuing the matter and hopes to have
a reply soon.

Defibrillators for Parish — The Parish Council has now pursbd three
defibrillators, to be sited at the Village Hall, the Fox and Goat and the Cricket
Club. The cost of these, to include 10 years maintenance is £5195 excluding
VAT. We have received a very generous donation of £500 towards the overall
cost. Does ayone else wish to make a contribution? Please contact me on
339216 if you are interested.

Transport to doctors’ or hospital appointments for the elderly or disabled—

Does any parishioner feel they could spare the occasional couple of hours to
assist withthis? Mileage would be reimbursed. Please speak to one of the
Councillors or to me.

Thescenes from Europef Syrian refugees dominated our media in the latter
weeks of the summer and like many of you | found the images displayed
deeply upsetting. Thank you to all who contacted me on the subject and
shared your concerns.guite agree with those who expresseket need for

us to help and indeed am pleased that the UK was already in action. Even
before the media brought it to general attention we had granted asylum to
nearly 5,000 Syrians and their dependents. We also had the Vulnerable
Persons Relocations schemne and running and were at the forefront of the
international response to the humanitarian crisis as one of the biggest
bilateral donors of humanitarian aid. | was pleased too at the additional help
that the Prime Minister announced when Parliament retwin©f course the
solution is not simple and so | am pleased that we have a comprehensive
response that not only seeks to help the current refugees but also looks to
deal with those who will put others in danger for their own ends.

Closer to home the summeperiod provided me with the opportunity to
focus on some local issues. Having been appointed as the Government
Neighbourhood Planning Champion | have been pleased to have been able to
meet with several community groups over recent week to discuss wimth
setting out on the process of developing a Neighbourhood Plan for their
community. | was also delighted to speak at the recent Neighbourhood
Planning Conference organised by thistrict Council. | would encourage
every community to prepare a plan foneir future and am happy to meet
with interested groups.

Our local health service has also been very much on the agenda in recent
months. The new provision at Townlands Hospital in Henley has taken
considerable time and | am therefore pleased with thegyass that we have
made in negotiations with the Clinical Commissioning Group. | have also had
meetings with senior managers in healthcare in Oxfordshire concerning the
future of healthcare and adult social care. In addition | spent some time at
the headquarters of the South Central Ambulance Service where | was able
to get first hand insight into the working of the 999, 111, and patient
transport teams. What struck me was how the ambulance service is really a
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mobile NHS response team rather than just angort service. By calling 999

in an emergency, or 111 for less urgent needs, we can access immediate
professional advice which can often help avoid a trip to hospital. | was
shocked to learn of the many calls that distract the 999 service from their key
work and thus put the lives of others at risk. For information about what they

Some ten years ago old, largely agardening friends moved to a new home
which had a garden with a history of opening for the yellow book along with
other gardens in the same village. They also inherited a part time gardener
who was the organiser of theejtow book openings so they had no choice but

to continue and they have since become keen gardeners. Last summer they
ventured into a new project.

| was invited to view this project without any forewarning and was bowled
over by the annual meadow they habwed and nurtured. It was simply
spectacular and a feast for the eyes brimming with colour and many insects.
The seed had been purchased from the company which supplied the seed for
the beautiful meadows in the Olympic park in 2012.

We decided that we wdd attempt the same this year and enthusiastically
ordered seed from the selection of annual meadow seed mixes for sale. We
cleared an area of grass by using the contact weed Kkiller glyphosate (a
residual weed killer will prevent germination of your segdjew weeks later

we sprayed again and attempted to prepare the soil as indicated in the
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instructions. However, this area of grass had been mowed for a number of
years and the ground was so compacted that we decided to miss that stage
(“cultivate to a degh of 8 inches was simply not happening!). We did add a

lot of compost to the surface and plenty of chicken manure. The instructions
said fertile soil was necessary so we did our best. | mixed the seed with dry
horticultural sand and sowed it. The sandgagmtes the seed out, making it
easier to sow evenly and allows you to see where you have sown.

We eagerly awaited germination which took place rapidly, but then our real
problems began. The soil in the area we had chosen obviously had a vast seed
bank ofgrasses and weeds which also germinated. The special seed mixes are
not the annual cornfield flowers, but are flowers which do not compete well
with grass hence all the preparation required. Virtually every plant was a
weed so we took deep breaths and hamgeded the area on a number of
occasions and gradually the chosen plants started to dominate and largely
crowded out even the grass.

After a few weeks th meadow started to flower in a mix of reds, oranges and
yellows and we started to enjoy it a lot. Over the next few weeks the colour
gradually changed as blues and pinks appeared and, eventually, the overall
effect was white. There were so many insectsdieg which enhanced the
pleasure enormously. Each day new blooms opened and the intensity of
colour was at a maximum in the early morning

This project gave us a huge amount of pleasure and the surprise was the
appearance of species which were not listedthe mix and added to the
effect. | suspect some of them came from the seed bank in the soil. We intend
to repeat this next year in the same way with new seed. Hopefully the weed
growth will be less.

From our experience | have a few tips for anyone timglof trying this.

1. Start with already cultivated ground as this is likely to have a much smaller
seed bank so the need for weeding will be reduced and preparation will be
easier.

2. Prepare as well as you are able by working the soil well, addingastmp
and fertiliser. Remove as many weeds as possible. Wait for several weeks and
continue to remove weeds until the soil is as clean as possible. Spraying with
a contact weed killer makes this easier, but if you are prepared to work hard
at it you can avd this if you wish. The instructions with the seed did
emphasise this need for thorough preparation.

3. Make sure the ground has been trodden lightly so the surface is relatively
firm and smooth. This is very similar to preparing to sow a lawn. Gently rake
over before sowing.
Even if the area you can spare is very small, an annual meadow will give you
a lot of pleasure for a relatively small cost and attract lots and lots of
beneficial insects which is always a good thing to do and will help your other
plants.
